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1. INTRODUCTION

Within the project «Youth Participation in Creating Local Youth Offices Program» that Child Rights Centre conduct in cooperation with five municipalities in Serbia (Zvezdara, Barajevo, Ruma, Osečina, Veliko Gradište), German Organisation for Technical Cooperation GTZ (GmbH) – project Conflict Transformation and Youth Empowerment, as well as with the  Ministry of Youth and Sports of Republic of Serbia, there was a research about needs and interests of youth for program contents in local environment carried out during June 2009.

The point of this research was geting an insight in needs and interests of youth, and that would serve as a help basis for youth offices in these five municipalities to create program contents that highly correspond with real needs and specific interests of youth in each local environment. Therefore at each of those five youth offices youth teams called youth program forums were formed. After participating the training on researches principles and unique characteristics of youth population held in May 2009, members of these youth program forums did a field research with the help of specially prepared questionnaire.

Questionnaire used in this research was created by memebers of the DX Youth Club from Belgrade in cooperation with the Child Rights Centre project team. It contains detailed list of 55 possible programs and activities that could be organised by youth offices, and from those that participated in research was asked to encircle those that are most interesting for them. Offered activities are classified according to similarity in 6 basic groups:

· computers and foreign languages

· sport activities

· art activities

· playing and dancing

· useful skills courses
· workshops and socialising.
Besides, the questionnaire also contains part that should provide clearer picture on what information would youth mostly like to receive from their local youth offices, so those offices get help on that matter too.
Research was conducted on the sample of 1028 answerers (Ruma 213, Osečina 212, Veliko Gradište 209, Barajevo 203, Zvezdara 191). Examinees are mostly high school students in these municipalities and having in mind that the research was realised at the very end of a school year, sample also contained pupils from the last grade – those who are about to become high school pupils in autumn - of several elementary schools. This way the research gives an overview of interests and needs of youth aged 14-19 in five municipalities in Serbia selected in manner to equally represent east Serbia, west Serbia, Vojvodina, Belgrade centre and metropolitan area.

Here we will first show integrated analysis of received data from all five municipalities, for which we can assume with high certainty that pictures average state in Serbia. Separate results for each municipality with local specific characteristics overview can be found in the second part of this report.

2. COLLECTIVE RESULTS

2.1. COMPUTERS AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES
Youth from respective five municipalities find this type of activities and courses very interesting. Looking by the separate programs, they would mostly like their local youth offices to organise courses in English language - 32,3% answerers showed interest. Next by popularity is Spanish which 30,6% high school pupils would like to learn. In some municipalities (Veliko Gradište, Ruma) Spanish is much more attractive to young people than English. Reasons for that are certainly to be found in highly popular TV series from Spanish speaking areas. On the other hand, English is widely spread and accessible so it is easier to find English courses  than Spanish, especially in smaller places in provinces. Therefore we can say that youth there are eager for learning Spanish.

Significantly less interest was shown for German (11,2%) and Italian (12,5%), while for learning Russian only 3,6% high school students in Serbia showed interest, so we can say that young people are three times more interested in learning German than Russian. Among languages that were not stated in the questionnaire most often answerers wrote French, and Chinese, Japanese and Greek were mentioned several times. One time mentioned languages were Finnish, Swedish, Romanian, Turkish, Albanian, even Thai.

Regarding computer programs, youth in Serbia is most interested that their local youth offices organise advanced training in computers (work with specialised programs/softwares), which would be gladly attended by  27,5% of questioned high school students. Exactly double less answerers (13,7%) feel the need for basic computer training, which can point out increased average level of computer literacy among youth.

Computer playground would be gladly visited by 23,9% of young people.

2.2. SPORTS ACTIVITIES
This type of activities didn't show as a very popular one among youth and in received results there are some rather unexpected.

Good results and rankings of our tennis players are obvious reason why tennis shows as the far most popular sport among high school pupils which would be gladly trained by 30,6% of answerers if a local youth office should start that activity. After tennis there are extreme sports (paragliding, rafting, parachuting, free climbing...), that would be attended by even 24,9% of youth which at the moment makes those sports more attractive than football (23,1%).

Former most popular sport among young people, basketball, presently stands at fourth place and 19,1% of answerers would train it. It is interesting that at the fifth place are nature activities (hiking, scouting, etc) that  18,4% of youth in Serbia would gladly attend which is a bit more than volleyball (18,1%). Youth are also relatively interested in martial arts (16,9%). 

Having in mind quality and results of the national team, rather unexpected is very low popularity of handball that barely 5,7% of young people finds interesting. At the bottom of the popularity ladder also are chess (6%) and waterpolo (9,9%) which is again a surprise if we know the success of the national team.

2.3. ART ACTIVITIES
Programs of this kind appear to be rather not attractive to youth, so among ten least appealing programs in general that youth office could organise, 5 of them are from this group.

The most attractive art program for young people in Serbia are grafitti workshop with 21,4% interested. Following are film and video workshop (19,4%) and drawing and painting courses (18,3%). Significant interest is for photo workshop (17,9%) too, as well as for costumes and fashion design (14,6%). 

Theatrical/drama workshop would attend 10,9%, and the comic book making school 10%. All the other art programs and workshops would barely attract one-digit percentage of youth. The far least attractive are reciting classes (1,1%), choir  (4%) and literary classes (4,1%) – exactly those that are most insisted on within school system.

2.4. PLAYING AND DANCING
In this type of activities – very attractive to young people – especially appealing is latin dances school that 34,8% of high school pupils would enroll if it was a youth office program. Very popular are various types of fitness exercises (aerobics, jazz dance, pilates, etc) that 30,4% of youth would attend. Pretty attractive is breakdance and 25,7% of the answerers would take classes. 

There is a significant interest for folklore dances lessons that 14,9% would attend. The least interest is for irish dance (4,9%), cheerleading and majorette (7%) and classic dances school (9,5%). 

There are several recommendations for belly dancing which appear to be popular among girls, once were mentioned true hip-hop, modern dances and chinese traditional dance. 

2.5. USEFUL SKILLS COURSES
This group showed as perhaps most attractive type of activities that youth offices could include in their program offer.

Especially attractive program would be a course on organising events for young people (tournaments, concerts, festivals, etc) with 31,1% interested. Follow courses on starting and running their own small business that would be enrolled by 22,3% of youth, and, which we find a bit surprising courses on healthy life style (21,7%). Unexpectedly big interest is shown for courses on giving a first aid (19,2%) which happen to be the most appealing program in this category for youngs in Ruma.

It is interested that only 17,2% of high school students would attend courses on seeking jobs. This percentage would probably be higher among older population to who existetial problems are closer than to high school students. On the other hand, examinees are far more interested in information on posibilities of finding a job, but they are less prepared to attend courses on skills how to find a job. 

Courses on contraception and sexually transmitted diseases protection would attract only  16,6% of young people. The least interest is for courses on practical skills (repairman, handyman, maintenance, handywork, etc) that only 11,9% of young people from these five municipalities would apply. 

Among suggestions that examinees stated there are course on project proposals writing, PR, mechanical skills course, make-up school.

2.6. WORKSHOPS AND SOCIALISING
This type of program didn't show as popular as maybe expected, except for club for socialising and organising parties for youth, which would be supported by 36,6% answerers. At the same time, that is the most popular of each separate activities offered in our questionnaire which only shows how much young people need space/room for organised socialising and free time spending. 

Journalism workshop would also be very popular and should some youth office organise it, it would be participated by 26,8% of high school pupils. Humanitarian actions and gathering help for poors represent an activity that would gladly include 20,1% of youngs.

Psychological workshops would be also popular (18%), and many young people (15,4%) would also involve themselves in volunteer club for support to people in need (elderly, children without parental care, victims of violence, etc).

To voluntary masses with aim to clean their municipality participate would 11,6% of young people whilst in section for environment protection 11,2% would involve themselves. 

As the least attractive programs in this group showed are debate club (5,4%), workshop on learning about other cultures' and nations' customs (6,5%) and tolerance and non-violence workshop (7,4%). 

Among suggestions that examinees stated there are workshop on breaking up a habit of drugs abuse, rapping studio and sexual education workshop.

2.7. RANK ORDER OF YOUTH PROGRAMS DEMAND
If you ask high school pupils what programs are they most interested in local youth office to start, the top chart would look like this:

1. club for socialising and organising parties for youth (36.6)
2. latin dances school (34.8)

3. courses in English language (32.3)

4. club for organising events for young people (31.1)

5/6. courses in Spanish language (30.6)

5/6. tennis club (30.6)

7. aerobics, jazz dance, pilates, etc... (30.4)

8. advanced training in computers (27.5)

9. journalism workshop (26.8)

10. breakdance (25.7)

On the other hand, according to high school pupils the least attractive are following programs:

1. reciting section (1.1)
2. course in Russian language (3.6)

3. choir (4.0)

4. literary section (4.1)

5. irish dance school (4.9)

6. sculpturing workshop (5.3)

7. debate club (5.4)

8. volleyball club (5.7)

9. national tradition keeping workshop (5.8)

10. chess club (6.0)

2.8. INTEREST IN INFORMATION
High school pupils in Serbia are to great extent interested in varoius types of information – perhaps not as much as they should be, but still more than what some fears when speak about their general indiference. We should mention that by this research high school pupils appear to be more interested in information rather then activities offered.

Regarding the offered information, youth are far most interested in possibilities for inexpensive travels (41,3%) and job opportunities (40,5%), and they are also very interested in possibilities for further education (31,4%). A bit unexpected, members of young generation show very significant interest in information about health protection and healthy life style (23,4%). They are also interested in getting information on concerts and cultural events from their local youth office (21,9%). 

Other kinds of information:

· For information on contraception and sexually transmitted deseases 19,3% of youth are interested.

· 18,2% of them would like to have an insight in the way funds for youth are spent in school and municipality.

· 17,8% of high school pupils would like to be informed in details about the child rights.

· 17,2% would wish to learn more about posibilities to use their leisure time more useful.

· Information on their legal rights is important for 15,9% of answerers.

· On possibilites of informal education outside of school 15,6% of youth would wish to be informed.

· 15% of youth in these municipalities expressed their wish to be informed about possibilities of protection from violence.

· There were also those who wished to be informed by thei youth office on possibilities of humanitarian work (14,4%).

Among things that were not stated at the offered options examinees added need to inexpensive shopping of things they need.

3. RESULTS BY MUNICIPALITIES

3.1. BARAJEVO MUNICIPALITY

There were 203 questionnaires collected in Barajevo, fulfiled by pupils of local high school as well as members of local folklore section and basketball club.

3.1.1. COMPUTERS AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES
Far most popular program of this kind among youngsters in Barajevo is course in English language for which 39,9% of the answerers showed interest. Spanish language follows with 29,6% interested. Italian would be gladly learned by 14,3% of young people whereas for Russian 3% and German 4,4%.

One fourth of of young people in Barajevo is interested in advanced training in computers and for computer playgrounds visits 21,7%, while 13,8% of high school pupils have need for basic computer education. 

Program that were not mentioned in questionnaire but twice mentioned is course in Japanese language, and once mentioned each Swedish and Turkish.

3.1.2. SPORTS ACTIVITIES
As in other municipalities that this research included, youth in Barajevo are not very interested in sports. However, unlike other municipalities, the most popular sport here is basketball with 26,1% interested, while tennis follows with 25,1%. Then, as elsewhere, come extreme sports (22,7%), football (18,7%), martial arts  (15,3%). 

Least interest is for chess (4,9%) and handball (5,4%). Sport not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested is swimming.

3.1.3. ART ACTIVITIES
Young people of Barajevo appear specific comparing to national average by choosing film and video workshop as most interesting – every fourth answerer would gladly enroll. Follow graffiti workshop (17,2%) and theatrical/drama workshop (16,7%). 

Relatively significant interest is for drawing and painting school (15,8%) and photo workshop (14,8%). Answerers are least interested in handcraft workshops (1,5%), choir and reciting section (each 2,5%). 

3.1.4. PLAYING AND DANCING
Latin dances school (38,4%) and fitness programs (aerobics, jazz dance, pilates) - 37,9% are programs that answerers are almost equally interested in. Follow breakdance with 21,2% that would attend. Answerers are least interested in cheerleading and majorette (4,9%) and irish dancing (5,9%). 

3.1.5 USEFUL SKILLS COURSES
Courses on starting and running their own small business are the most interesting program of this category to 32,5% of the answerers. Club for organising events for young people follows with 29,6%, and the third most popular is job seeking course (25,1%). 

Healthy life style courses are interesting for 17,7% of young people, whereas courses on contraception and sexually transmitted deseases would be attended by 12,3%. Answerers are least interested in practical skills courses - 4,4%. 

3.1.6. WORKSHOPS AND SOCIALISING
The most attractive program idea of this category in Barajevo appears to be club for socialising and organising parties for youth that 33% would join, closely followed by journalism workshop - 32%. Humanitarian actions and gathering help for poor would attend 18,7% young people of Barajevo, and in voluntary masses with aim to clean their municipality participate would 13,3%. 

Answerers are least interested in debate club (3,9%) and workshop on learning about other nations customs (5,4%). 

3.1.7. RANK ORDER OF YOUTH PROGRAMS DEMAND
Na temelju ovog istraživanja možemo zaključiti da su mladima u Barajevu najatraktivniji sledeći programski sadržaji:

3.1.8. INTEREST IN INFORMATION
High school pupils in Barajevo mostly look for information on work possibilities (44,8%) and inexpensive travels (41,4%). Follows information about further education opportunities (31%). 

Relatively popular are also information on informal education outside school (15,3%), health protection and healthy life style (15,3%), as well as oppportunities for useful spending of free time and the way school and municipality spend funds allocated for youth (14,8% each).

It is interesting that youth in Barajevo seek less for information about concerts and cultural events, and their legal rights as citizens (both are speheres of interest for every tenth member of youth in this municipality).

3.2. OSEČINA MUNICIPALITY

In Osecina municipality questionnaires were distributed in local high school and two primary schools. Total of 212 was distributed. It is especially interested that in this municipality results are in average in highest pecentage which indicates high interest and great need of youth in this municipality for suitable programs.

3.2.1. COMPUTERS AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES
Far most popular program in this category is English language course that would be gladly attended by 42,9% young people from Osečina. Follow Spanish (25,9%), advanced training in computers (24,1%) and Computer playgrounds (22,6%). Osecina is municipality with the highest pecentage of interested in basic computer education (18,9%), and relatively high interest in learning German (11,3%). 

Answerers are least interested in Russian with only 1,4%. suggested were Chinese and French.

3.2.2. SPORTS ACTIVITIES
There is enormous interest in tennis - 48,8%! Far behind are extreme sports with 21,2%, football with 17,9%, and outdoors activities (hiking, picnics) with  17,5%. 

Answerers are least interested in chess (6,1%) and handball (6,6%). To the wish list someone added baseball. 

3.2.3. ART ACTIVITIES
Young in Osecina are most interested in graffitti workshop with 32,5%. Follow drawing and painting school (22,2%), costume and fashion design workshop (19,8%), photo workshop (15,1%) and film and video workshop (13,2%). 

Answerers are least interested in reciting section (1,9%), literary section (2,4%) and keeping national tradition workshop (4,2%). 

3.2.4. PLAYING AND DANCING
Very popular are aerobics, jazz dance and pilates that would be attended by 42,9%. Follow latin dances with 35,4%, breakdance with 21,2% and folklore with 16%.

Answerers are least interested in irish dance with 2,8%. 

3.2.5. USEFUL SKILLS COURSES
Regarding this category answerers are most interested in course for organising events for young people -  30,2% of young people would attend. Follow courses on contraception and sexually transmitted deseases  (25,5%), courses on healthy life style (24,5%). 

Job seeking courses would attend 20,3% of the answerers, first aid giving courses  14,2%. Only 11,3% of young people in Osecina are interested in courses on starting and running their own small business and the same pecentage of youth would enroll in courses on practical skills and.

3.2.6. WORKSHOPS AND SOCIALISING
The most attractive program among youth in Osecina regarding this category is as in other municipalities included in this research club for socialising and organising parties for youth in which 36,8% of high school and elementary school final grade would involve themselves. Follow journalism workshop with 32,5% and, we find it interesting, volunteer club for helping people in need with even  29,7% young people in this municipality. 

Rather appealing to them are also psychological workshops (20,3%), as well as humanitarian actions of gathering funds for poor people (15,6%). In environment protect section 11,3% would be engaged while only 9% of answerers would attend municipality cleaning actions.

Answerers are least interested in debate club with 1,4%, workshop of non-violence and tolerance and workshops on learning about other nations customs with 4,7% each.

3.2.7. RANK ORDER OF YOUTH PROGRAMS DEMAND
According to the results of this reasearch youth in Osecina would be most grateful to their youth offices if they would organise following activities:

1. teniss club
2/3. English language course

2/3. aerobics, jazz dance and pilates...
4. club for socialising and organising parties for youth

5. latin dances school

6/7. journalism workshop

6/7. graffitti workshop

8. course for organising events for young people

9. volunteer club for helping people in need

10. Spanish language course

3.2.8. INTEREST IN INFORMATION
Young people in Osecina showed far greatest interest in information on inexpensive travels - 49,1%! That is the highest percentage of interest for any line in this uestionnaire.

Follow information about work possibilities (43,4%), further education opportunities (33%). They are also significantly interested in information about:

- contraception and sexually transmitted deseases (25%);

- possibilities of protecting themselves from violence - 23,1% (rather high percentage speaking of strong presence of the problem in this municipality);

- child rights - 22,6% (out of five municipalities here youth showed the biggest interest in the subject);

- concerts and cultural events (22,2%);

- health protection and healthy life style 

Answerers are least interested in information on informal education outside schools (10,8%) and their legal rights (13,2%).

3.3. RUMA MUNICIPALITY

In four high schools in Ruma 213 filled questionnaires are gathered.

3.3.1. COMPUTERS AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES
The most popular program of this category is a computer playground with 32,4% of interested highschool pupils in Ruma. Follow advanced training in computers with 31,5%, Spanish (28,2%) and English (23%) language. Interest in other programs it not much different from national average.

Programs not stated in uestionnaire but suggested by answerers in Ruma are French language, as well as less for Greek and Chinese.

3.3.2. SPORTS ACTIVITIES
Ruma is specific for greatest interest in football that exactly one third of young people would train. Follow extreme sports with 25,4%, tennis with 23%, martial arts 21,6%, basketball 20,7% and volleyball 19,2%. 

Bottom of the ladder belongs to handball with barely 3,3% youngs in Ruma, chess with 5,6% and waterpolo with 6,6%. Sports not mentioned in the  uestionnaire but suggested by answerers are swimming, paintball and motorcycling club.

3.3.3. ART ACTIVITIES
The biggest interest is for film and video workshop with 23,9% pupils that would attend. Follow photo workshop with 22,5%, graffitti workshop and drawing and painting school with 16,9% each, and making comic books school with 11,3%. 

Answerers are least interested in sculpturing workshop and reciting section with 1,4% each, and literary section with 3,8%.

3.3.4. PLAYING AND DANCING
Latin dances school is the most popular program in this category with 33,3%, followed by breakdance with  31,9%, aerobicks and other fitness programs with 23,9%, and folklore with 17,8%.

Answerers are least interested in irish dance (5,6%), and cheerleading and majorette (8,9%). 

3.3.5. USEFUL SKILLS COURSES
Young people in Ruma showed rather low level of interest for this type of programs. They are most interested in first aid giving - 27,2%, which is highest percentage for this line in all five municipalities. Follow course for organising events for young people (25,8%) and courses on starting and running their own small business (23,5%). 

Answerers are least interested in job seeking courses, only 10,8%.

3.3.6. WORKSHOPS AND SOCIALISING
Naturaly club for socialising and organising parties for youth is the most attractive in this category with 35,7% of the answerers to join. Follow journalism workshop with 23,9%, and psychological workshops with 19,7% interested. 

In this city as well answerers are least interested in learning about other nations culture (4,7%), tolerance and non-violence workshop (8%) and debate club (8,5%). 

3.3.7. RANK ORDER OF YOUTH PROGRAMS DEMAND
According to the results of this reasearch youth in Osecina would be most grateful to their youth offices if they would organise following activities:

1. club for socialising and organising parties for youth
2/3. Latin dances school

2/3. football club

4. computer playground

5. breakdance

6. advanced training in computers

7. Spanish language course

8. first aid giving

9. course for organising events for young people

10. extreme sports

3.3.8. INTEREST IN INFORMATION
Information on work possibilities are, as in other municipalities, most attractive for (34,3%) as well as information on inexpensive travels  (33,8%). They are rather interested in further education opportunities (25,4%), contraception and sexually transmitted deseases (24,4%), healh protection and healthy life style information (21,1%), and cultural events in town (20,7%).

Answerers are least interested in possibilities of protecting themselves from violence (10,3%) and their legal rights (11,7%). 

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers are information of possibilites of inexpensive shopping.

3.4. VELIKO GRADIŠTE MUNICIPALITY

In Veliko Gradiste municipality questionnaires were distributed in local high schools and primary schools. 209 illed questionnaires were gathered. 

3.4.1. COMPUTERS AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES
The most popular program of this category is Spanish language courses - 40,2% of young people would gladly attend the course. Next is English with 23%. They are significantly less interested in German and Italian whilst for Russian only every thirieth teenager from this municipality would learn. Among those not offered but suggested are French, Chinese, Japanese, Arabic, Greek and Romanian.

As for possible programs of youth office related to computers, equal number of interested pupils are for advanced training in computers and computer playground (25% each), whilst in basic computer training every nineth teenager showed a need.

3.4.2. SPORTS ACTIVITIES
As expected, tennis is the most attractive sport for training - 32,1%. Follow  extreme sports (26,3%), football (25,4%), volleyball (24,4%), outdoors activities (22,5%), basketball (18,2%).

Answerers are least interested in chess (5,7%) and handball (5,3%). 

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers are table tennis, swimming and body building.

3.4.3. ART ACTIVITIES
This kind appear not to be very popular in Veliko Gradiste. Most teenagers chose costume and fashion design workshops (23,4%), mostly girls would find it a hit. Follow graffitti workshop (20,6%), film and video workshop (18,7%), drawing and painting school (17,2%). 

Answerers are least interested in literary section (3,3%), choir (2,9%) and reciting section (only 1,9%).

3.4.4. PLAYING AND DANCING
Latin dances school would gladly attend 34,9% of answerers from Veliko Gradište. Follow breakdance with 31,1% and aerobics with 21%. Least attractive to them is irish dance (2,9%).

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers is a belly dancing.

3.4.5. USEFUL SKILLS COURSES
Very popular in this category is course for organising events for young people  with 41,1% of answerers. Significant interest exist for courses on healthy life style (23,9%) and first aid giving course (19,6%). The aleast interest is for job seeking courses (11,5%).

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers is course on mechanical skills.

3.4.6. WORKSHOPS AND SOCIALISING
Certainly the most attractive for 45% of the answerers would be club for socialising and organising parties for youth. Follow humanitarian activities participation with 31,6%, journalism workshops with  23,9%, voluntary masses for cleaning their municipality with 13,9% and psychological workshops (12%).

Answerers are least interested in tolerance and non-violence workshop (3,3%)  and debate club (1,9%).

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers are rapping studio and club for breaking the drugs addiction.
3.4.7. RANK ORDER OF YOUTH PROGRAMS DEMAND
List of the most popular programs among youth in Velo Gradiste looks like this:

1. club for socialising and organising parties for youth 
2. course for organising events for young people

3. Spanish language course

4. Latin dances school

5. tennis

6. humanitarian actions and collecting resources for poor people 

7. breakdance

8. extreme sports

9. football

10/11. advanced training in computers / computer playground
3.4.8. INTEREST IN INFORMATION
Teenagers of Veliko Gradište are most intereseted in information on further education opportunities (33,5%) and inexpensive travels (32,5%). Follow job seeking (30,6%), and health protection and healthy life style (30%). 

Least interest was shown for child rights, way the funds for youth are spent in school and municipality (13,4% each), as well as about contraception and sexually transmitted deseases (12,9%). 

3.5. ZVEZDARA MUNICIPALITY

In Zvezada municipality 191 questionnaires are filled in almost all of local 10 high schools.

3.5.1. COMPUTERS AND FOREIGN LANGUAGES
Young in Zvezdara are also most (34,1%) interested in English language courses followed by Spanish language course (29,1%), German and Italian (16,6% each). As elsewhere, the least popular is Russian (4,6%). Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers are French, Japanese, Finnish, Chinese and Arabic. 

Advanced training in computers would attend 32,6% of young people in this Belgrade municipality, whilst computer playground would be attend by 16,6%. Basic computer course need 13,7% of the answerers.

3.5.2. SPORTS ACTIVITIES
Most popular sports in Zvezdara are extreme sports that 29,7% would train. A bit unexpectedly on second place come outdoors activities that forth of answerers would participate in. Follow tennis (22,3%), martial arts (20%), football (19,4%), basketball (18,9%) and volleyball (17,1%). 

Answerers are least interested in chess (8%), handball and waterpolo (8,6% each).

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers are american football, table tennis, swimming, gimnastics, athletics and archery.

3.5.3. ART ACTIVITIES
Young in Zvezdara are not particulary interested in this type of program but some interest exist for photo workshop (24%). Follow drawing and painting school, and graffitti workshop (19,4% each). Film and video workshop would be enrolled by 16%, comic book workshop and sculpturing school with 13,1% each (Zvezdara is the only municipality with significant interest in sculpturing).

Answerers are least interested in reciting section (4%), choir and literary section (5,1% each). 

3.5.4. PLAYING AND DANCING
Latin dances school would gladly attend 31,4% of answerers from Zvezdara. Follow aerobics, jazz dance and pilates with 25,7%, breakdance (22,7%), folklore dancing (18,9%). 

Answerers are least interested in irish dancing (8%) and cheerleading and majorette (10,3%).

Not mentioned in the questionnaire but suggested by answerers are belly dancing, and mentioned once each - real hip-hop and chinese traditional dance.

3.5.5. USEFUL SKILLS COURSES
Very popular in this category is course for organising events for young people (28,6%), courses on healthy life style (28%), courses on starting and running their own small business (27,4%) and first aid giving course (26,9%). 

Answerers are least interested in practical skills courses but still would be attended by 17,1% of young people in Zvezdara.

3.5.6. WORKSHOPS AND SOCIALISING
Club for socialising and organising parties for youth is the most appealing line in this category with 31,4%, closely followed by psychological workshop (26,9%). Then come journalism workshops with 20,6%, humanitarian actions (16,6%) and environment protection section (16%). 

They are least interested in cleaning Zvezdara (10,3%), but to the list they added its foresting.

3.5.7. RANK ORDER OF YOUTH PROGRAMS DEMAND
According to the results of this reasearch youth in Zvezdara would be most grateful to their youth offices if they would organise following activities:

1. English language course
2. advanced training in computers

3/4. club for socialising and organising parties for youth
3/4. Latin dances school

5. extreme sports

6. Spanish language course

7. course for organising events for young people

8. healthy life style courses

9. courses on starting and running their own small business

10/11. psychological workshops

10/11. first aid giving workshop

3.5.8. INTEREST IN INFORMATION
Similar to other municipalities youth in Zvezdara is also interested in information about inexpensive travels possibilities (52%), and work  (51,4%). Follow info on concerts and cultural events (36,6%), further education opportunities  (34,9%),  health protection and healthy life style (29,7%), the way funds for youth are spent in school and municipality (28,6%), contraception and sexually transmitted deseases (20,6%), possibilites of protecting themselves from violence (18,9%).

Answerers are least interested in possibilities of humanitarian work -13,7%.
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
